MARYLAND COUNCIL OF SUPERVISORS OF MATHEMATICS 
CONSTITUTION
January 1998

Article 1
Name
The name of this organization shall be the Maryland Council of Supervisors of Mathematics, herein referred to as MCSM.

Article II

Purpose

The purpose of the Maryland Council of Supervisors of Mathematics shall be:

a.     to assume a leadership role in all aspects of mathematics education in the state of Maryland.

b.    to provide for the interchange of ideas and current research involving supervision and curriculum development of mathematics education.

c.    to cooperate with other organizations and institutions of higher learning in the improvement of instruction and in curriculum planning in mathematics.

d.    to maintain continuing activities which will provide for analysis of problems pertaining to all aspects of supervision and curriculum, and to provide the leadership for investigating the problems and possible solutions.

Article III

Membership

Section 1: 

The membership shall include those currently involved in a leadership role in mathematics education such as supervisor, coordinator, specialist, resource teacher, department chair, or school-based leadership position or involved in the training of pre-service and/or in-service mathematics educators. 

Section 2: 

Members shall pay the regular membership dues to be determined by the Executive Committee and be entitled to all the rights and privileges of MCSM. 

Section 3: 

All persons who are members of the MCSM at the adoption of this Constitution shall be considered to be members in good standing.   

Article IV

Affiliation

The council shall be affiliated with the National Council of Supervisors of Mathematics (NCSM), the Maryland Council of Teachers of Mathematics (MCTM), and may affiliate with other professional organizations as long as there is no conflict with the purpose of MCSM.

Article V

Officers

Section 1: 

The officers of the MCSM shall be: President, President-elect, Past President, Secretary/ Treasurer, Communication Liaison, and two directors.

Section 2: 

Officers shall be installed at the annual meeting. 

Section 3: 

The Secretary/Treasurer, Communications Liaison, and Directors shall serve two-year terms. 

Section 4: 

The members and the chairpersons of all committees shall be appointed annually by the President with the approval of the Executive Committee. 

Section 5: 

The President-elect shall assume the Presidency immediately should the President be unable to complete her/his term of office. 

Article VI

The Executive Committee

The President, President-elect, Past President, Secretary/Treasurer, Communication Liaison, and Directors shall form the Executive Committee to conduct the routine business of the MCSM between annual meetings.

Article VII

Meetings
Section 1: 

There shall be an annual meeting of the MCSM. 

Section 2: 

The business of MCSM shall be transacted at the annual meeting. 

Section 3: 

The members present at the annual meeting shall constitute a quorum. 

Section 4: 

Additional meetings of the MCSM shall be held at the call of the Executive Committee. 

 

Article VIII

By-Laws
Section 1: 

Such rules, regulations, policies, statements, definitions, or procedures which are for the general welfare or operation of this organization, or serve the purpose of this organization as stated, and which are not in conflict with or otherwise proscribed by this constitution may be established and made a part of this constitution as a By-Law.

Section 2: 

The Executive Committee shall be empowered to establish, amend, and rescind by-laws by a vote of two-thirds of its full voting membership. 

Article IX

Amendments
Section 1: 

This constitution may be amended or revised at the annual meeting.

Section 2: 

All proposed amendments shall be presented in writing to the Executive Committee and the membership should be informed of the proposed amendment at least twenty days prior to the annual meeting. 

Section 3: 

Ratification of an amendment or revision to the constitution shall require a simple majority vote at the annual meeting. 

Section 4: 

Unless otherwise stated in the resolution, all amendments shall take effect immediately after ratification. 

Article X

Parliamentary Authority
The rules contained in the latest edition of the Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern this organization in all cases in which they are not inconsistent with this constitution.

Article XI
Policy
Section 1: 

The MCSM is a nonprofit organization and as such shall not use funds for the benefits of its members, or other private persons, except that the organization shall be authorized to and reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distribution in furtherance of the purposes set forth in Article II hereof.  Not withstanding any other provision of this constitution, the organization shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on by an organization exempt from Federal Income Tax under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law).

Section 2: 

If at any time the MCSM shall cease to carry out the purposes as herein stated, all assets and property held by it, whether in trust or otherwise, shall, after the payment of its liabilities, be paid over to an organization, selected by the final Executive Committee of the MCSM, and, which has similar purposes and has established its tax-exempt status under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 as now enacted or as it may hereafter be amended, and such asset and property shall be applied exclusively for such charitable, scientific, and educational programs.

BY-LAWS
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Article 1
Executive Committee

Section 1: 

The Executive Committee shall be the policy making and executive body of the MCSM. 

Section 2: 

The President shall appoint and the Executive Committee shall ratify the appointments of members to fill all elected or appointed vacancies, except the Presidency, occurring between elections. 

Section 3: 

For the purposes of preparing a ballot of nominees for elected officers, the Executive Committee shall appoint a three members nominating committee, one member of which is a member of the Executive Committee.  The President shall designate the chairperson. 

Section 4: 

When there is a change in the Secretary/Treasurer, the President shall appoint an Audit Committee for the purpose of auditing the Secretary/Treasurer’s records. 

Section 5: 

The Executive Committee shall meet at least twice a year. 

Section 6: 

A quorum shall consist of a majority of the elected officers. 

 

Article II

Officers and their Duties

 

Section 1: 

The President shall serve a one year term of office.

The President shall:

A. Serve as executive officer of the MCSM and the Executive Committee to unify and focus on the continuation and furthering of the purposes of the MCSM.  The President is an ex-officio member of all committees.

B. Organize and publish an agenda for Executive Committee meetings around the topics of vital concern to the MCSM and provide adequate time for discussion and committee work.

C. Preside at Executive Committee meetings and at the annual meeting of the MCSM.

D. Appoint the committee chairpersons as provided by the constitution.

1. The Nominations Committee is to be appointed at least three months prior to the date of the election.

2. The Audit Committee is to be appointed at least three months prior to the end of the Secretary/Treasurer term.

E. Make provision for the study of future needs and direction of MCSM.

F. Perform such other duties as shall be assigned by the Executive Committee. 

Section 2: 

A President-elect shall be elected annually.   This person shall serve a three year term with the first year as President-elect, the second year as President, and the third year as Past President. 

The President-elect shall:

A. Serve in an advisory capacity in order to enable the officers to carry out the purposes of the MCSM and to better serve the membership. 

B. Act as a major advisor and assistant to the President.

C. Assume such duties as the President and/or Executive Committee may determine 

 

Section 3: 

The Past President shall serve a one year term.

The Past President shall:

A. Serve in an advisory capacity in order to enable the officers to carry out the purposes of the MCSM and to better serve the membership.

B. Act as a major advisor and assistant to the President. 

C. Assume such duties as the President and/or Executive Committee may determine. 

 

Section 4: 

A Director shall:

A. Encourage and support all MCSM activities.

B. Have such other duties as the Executive Committee may determine. 


Section 5: 

The Secretary/Treasurer shall:

A. Keep the minutes of all meetings of the MCSM and all Executive Committee meetings.

B. Receive and account for all moneys of the MCSM and prepare an annual financial report for the Annual Meeting. 

C. Submit the treasury records to an Audit Committee as required by these by-laws or as requested by the Executive Committee. 

D. Send dues notices to the membership before the annual meeting. 

E. Maintain a current membership list and distribute the membership directory following the annual meeting. 

F. Have any other duties which the Executive Committee may assign. 


Section 6: 

The Communication Liaison shall:

A. Serve as a link between the Executive Committee and the membership using current technologies.

B. Serve as a liaison to the Maryland Council of Teachers of Mathematics (MCTM) and the National Council of Supervisors of Mathematics (NCSM).

C. Have any other duties which the Executive Committee may assign. 

Article III
Committees
The Executive Committee may form and appoint members to committees as deemed necessary.

Article IV
Nominations and Elections

Section 1: 

Following the appointment of the Nominations Committee an announcement shall be sent to the membership identifying the Committee Chairperson and the members and the offices to be filled.  All members wishing to make nominations for the offices to be filled shall submit the nominees for the offices three weeks prior to the annual meeting.

Section 2: 

No members shall hold more than one elective office at a time. 

Section 3: 

In case of a tie vote, the members of the Nominating Committee shall break the tie. 

Section 4: 

Each year a President-elect shall be elected.  In odd years, the Secretary/Treasurer and one (1) director shall be elected.  In even years, the Communications Liaison and one (1) director shall be elected. 

 

Article V

Membership Dues
Section 1: 

The fiscal year of the MCSM shall be from July 1 to June 30.

Section 2: 

Prior to the distribution of the annual dues notice, the Executive Committee will set the amount of dues.
